Procedure: 

1. Prep: Set up six different stations in the classroom. At each station place  a different image (and all copies).  At station one place 15 copies of the Poster Analysis Worksheet. At the remaining five stations place 15 copies of the Cartoon Analysis Worksheet each. 

2. Discuss Imperialism. Have students share their definitions and modern day examples of the topic. Discuss essential question: Is Imperialism ever justified? Remind them that their unit project will be to ‘answer’ this question.  Use wall map to show which countries/parts of the world took over others during this era. Discuss reasons for imperialism: religious, economic, political, etc. 

3. In their notes have students create a KWL chart, completing the ‘K’ and “W’ sections. Have each students share one or more of their ‘W’s out loud. 
4. Students split into teacher assigned groups of 2-3.
5. Students will be assigned to start at one of the six stations. Each station will have three copies of one of the images. For each station students will view the image and complete the cartoon or poster analysis worksheet. 
6. Students will rotate through the stations at their own pace, visiting all of them. 
7. Once completed come back together as a whole class, discuss images, answer any student questions, and have them complete the “L” portion of their KWL chart. Discuss what students wrote in “L” column and the political, economic and cultural causes and effects of imperialism. They should add to their ‘L’ column throughout the discussion. 

8.  Review essential question: Is imperialism ever justified?

Assessment:  

Class Discussion, Informal discussion with students during activity, Poster and Cartoon Analysis worksheets, KWL chart.
