Procedure:	Can either be done in one 45-55 minute class with less sources, or in a block period with more sources.

I. Review Prior Learning (5 minutes):	This lesson is meant to follow an introduction to the war, war efforts, Total War, and propaganda.  Students should have a basic understanding of those concepts going into this lesson, because it relies on their knowledge of propaganda and Total War.
a. How did WWI Start? How is it different from other wars? 
b. What is Total War?  Why is World War I a good example of Total War?
c. What is propaganda?  How does propaganda tie into a Total War mentality?

II. Anticipatory Set (5-7 minutes):	Have students view the US Poster “Enlist” on a screen, or printed out if necessary. Students participate in a one - two minute quick write on these two questions:  
a. What is your initial reaction to this poster?
b. What role does the woman play in this poster?
Discussion about the questions (5 minutes):	What did you write down?  What was often the role of women in society leading up to the war?  Women worked outside of the home all throughout history – how did that work change/evolve during World War I?  How does this poster relate to the eventual adoption of “Total War” by some countries?

III. Primary Source Analysis (anywhere from 20 – 50 Minutes, depending upon time.)
a. Divide students into small groups of 3-4.  Provide each group with the handout.  Have each group elect a “recorder” for their group.  Then provide each group with a set of the documents.
b. Students cooperatively analyze the source materials and write down their analysis on the handout.  At the end, they make three conclusions, or “claims” about what they learned. If the teacher is limited on time, he or she can eliminate one type of source and choose the propaganda pieces or the photographs.
c. The teacher has the discretion to allow students to look up more information on certain sources on their smart phones or devices.  
d. Teacher walks from group to group and prods students to stay on task, answers questions, and asks questions to get students to the point of analysis.    

IV. Extension:	If some student groups get done early, they should analyze these questions, and perhaps even utilize their mobile devices or resources within the classroom to find the answers:
a. Why is it more difficult to find sources concerning Austrian and German women?
b. Why do you think we have more access to sources concerning Great Britain and the United States?

V. Closing/Wrap Up (5-7 Minutes):	Students can either quick write (utilize an exit slip strategy, for example), or participate verbally, depending upon the teacher preference.
a. What do you think was the most interesting source?
b. How did moving to “Total War” impact women’s status and roles?  
c. How did the roles of women stay the same throughout World War I?  How did the roles change?

VI. Optional differentiation/extension for Gifted Learners: Student drives his or her own discovery of men’s roles during World War I.  
a. What was the definition of “manliness” at that time?  How did men’s roles change during wartime?  
b. Was it different depending upon the country?  Was it different by age bracket?

Assessment:  
Students will answer the essay question: “Analyze the impact of World War I on the lives of women in Europe” on their summative assessment.

Which role of women in wartime does this British poster (Published by the Parliamentary Recruiting Committee, March 1915) portray?
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Women needed to take care of the family while the men were at war.
b. Women were not necessary for a successful Home Front of the Great War.
c. Women took non-combatant jobs on the Home Front as men went to fight.
d. Women were used in propaganda to get men to enlist in the armed forces.
